Daily Schedule: 
Opening Learning Centers:  Students ro-

tate through a variety of academic centers 

including computers, listening center, writ-

ing, and individual and small group work 

with the teacher. 

Circle Time:  Instruction is literature based 

and reinforces letter recognition, letter 

sounds, rhyming, vocabulary development 

and comprehension skills. 

Activity:  Reinforcement activity to address 

fine motor skills and following directions. 

Book Sharing:  Children are encouraged to 

share a book with a friend and “picture 

read” together. 

Snack Time: With the help of families we 

will provide a healthy snack daily.. 

Outdoor or Indoor Play:  Cooperative play 

is encouraged as well as developing com-

munication and problem solving skills. 

Music:  We often end our day singing 

Christian songs, silly songs and learning 

songs. 

Students are provided with a tote bag which 

they decorate and students will participate 

in JumpBunch as an extended school day.
